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APJII: Sweeping Case in Jogja and Bali proved Postel’s weakness in guidance
The sweeping that was done by Police in some areas, followed up with confiscation and investigation proved Postel’s weakness in providing guidance system.

The statement was made to Detik.com on Monday, Nov 25, 2004, by Heru Nugroho, General Secretray of APJII (Internet Service Provider Association) in response to those victimized ISPs in Jogja and Bali areas.

According to Heru, one of Ditjen Postel’s function is to provide guidance. “It’s intended to create a fair play in the industry. For example, if any of providers operate without licenses and deemed to break the regulations, Postel must give warning.” Heru explained. He added that Police did not need to do investigation and arrest. “Whether it was a warning or guidance, but no arrestment needed”. 
In Jogja case, Heru regreted the police’s involvement. In his view, there was a ‘catch’ behind the confiscation case done by Police. “Apperantly, it’s purely business competition. Postel should have showed an action in such case” he added.

Slamet, Chief of Balmon Postel Bali said that the confiscation had happened beyond their knowing. He added that he had contacted the Police department to get things straightened out.
