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Allegedly Ilegal, Equipments of ISPs in Bali Confiscated by Police
Equipments of ISP VipNet’s branch office in Bali have been confiscated by Police for allegedly providing ilegal Internet Access.

That statement said by Nasrun Hanif, President Director of VIPNet. According to Nasrun, the raid happened last Saturday Oct 23, 2004 in which an Internet router and VIPNet owned satellite modem  had been confiscated.

“We have been allegedly charged against the Paragraph 47, Law No. 36 about Telecommunication for licenses unsigned by Minister of Affairs that later on considered fictive and illegal” Said Nasrun to Detik.com, Monday, Oct 25 2004.

Furthermore Nasrun added, Actually VIPNet subscontract in Bali have signed a franchise agreement partnership.

Up to now, VIPNet branch office in Bali has never operated. As the confiscation conducted, they were still preparing for any needed installation. “ We are going to start it in November, we’re only doing a test at the moment” Said Made Kartha, Technician of Subcontract in Bali suffering from the sweeping.
Nasrun added that VIPNet holds the modern licensing released by Minister of Affairs.  And the license has approved for a National Level Operational.

Made Kartha questioned Balai Monitoring over the confiscation conducted by Bali Police since they should have been involved for such case of confiscation.
The result of the meeting held among ISPs was that ISPs were given time to apply for licenses. “will there be any warning if the next sweeping happens again?” asked Made

Other than the confiscation, Made had also been interrogated by Bali Police, on Saturday Evening, from 7 pm – 12pm. Today, Monday, Oct 25, 2004, Made went to see the Police trying to get the confiscated equipment back.
