ISP BALI Will follow orders for licensing

Bali ISP Sweeping conducted by Polda Bali was for guidance purposes. The ISP companies have realized the mistakes and will follow orders for licensing.

“We have met Polda Bali and were explained about what we did wrong, and therefore we are ready to apply for licenses” said Made Kartha Technician of cv Candi Internet, subcontract of VIPnet in Bali, which was one of the sweeping victims among other ISPs, Wednesday (27/10 2004).

In the meeting with Wakapolda Bali, Brigjen Pol Teguh Soedarsono, Made admitted getting explanation in relation to what Bali Polda did was part of guidance for ISP Industry. This meeting was attended by Chief of President Awari, Judith MS and Chief of Bali Monitoring, Slamet Wibowo.
In the meeting, Made concluded that the case would be settled based on conditions that ISPs suffered from sweeping must provide licenses. Polda Bali has monitored that many of ISPs in Bali have no required licenses. According to Made, his side (cv. Candi Intenet) admitted the franchise agreement they have is not enough to say their business legal.

As known, last week,  equipments of 2 ISPs in Bali have been confiscated for allegedly providing  illegal internet access.

They have been allegedly against the Paragraph 47, Law No. 36 about Telecommunication because required operational licenses unsigned by the Minister. 
Before Made Kartha asked about the process of confiscation conducted by Bali Polda without getting Balai Monitoring involved.
